He is the Presi-
dent of the Friends of the Georgia Museum of Natural History. He has testified before 
Congress three times about climate change, munitions contamination on coral reefs, 
and the global biodiversity crisis. His documentary film, Chasing Coral, won the Audi-
ence Choice Award at the 2017 Sundance Film Festival, a Peabody Award and the 2017 
Emmy for Best Nature Documentary.
