England Gardens and Gardening
May 13-25, 2025

Explore the beautiful gardens of England in spring! The trip begins with a guided bus tour
of London’s main landmarks, including Westminster Abbey and Buckingham Palace. While
in London, we’ll also visit the famous Kew Gardens and 17th Century Physic Garden. Next,
take a private bus to Kent and the town of Royal Turnbridge Wells, which will be used as a
base for visiting several of England’s best estate gardens, such as Sissinghurst and Great
Dixter.

At a two-night stop in Bath, home of the Roman-era baths, visit the Jane Austen Museum
and the Regency Era Pump and Assembly Rooms.

Cartersville IT: Art and Indian Mounds
Thursday, September 19

Travel to Cartersville to see the Etowah Indian Mounds, where Native Americans developed
a high level of artistry and craftsmanship, built a ceremonial complex of ritual and burial
mounds, hunted, farmed, fished, and controlled trade along the Etowah River. After lunch,
visit the Booth Western Art Museum, where guests are invited to see America’s Story
through contemporary Western artwork.

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Milledgeville: Old Governor’s Mansion and Flannery O’Connor
Tuesday, December 3

Completed in 1839, Georgia’s Old Governor’s Mansion is one of the finest examples of High
Greek Revival architecture in the nation with its stately columns and regal facade. From
1839 to 1868, this mansion served as the residence for eight of Georgia’s chief executives
and their families. In 2015, the Mansion was named an affiliate of the Smithsonian Institu-
tion, one of six in the state today.

Andalusia served as the home of famed American author Flannery O’Connor from 1951-
1964. During the 13 years she lived at Andalusia, she completed the bulk of her literary
work, as the farm’s environment influenced the setting of many of her writings. Following
her death in 1964, the farm remained in the family until 2003 when it was given to a private
foundation for use as a museum.

Oglethorpe County - Augusta Treaty of 1773 to the early 1900s

For several years Linda has been assisting with research for the Historic Atlas of
Oglethorpe County. She was amazed to learn how important its contributions were to
the early state of Georgia. The last Royal Governor of Georgia, James Wright, negotiated
a treaty with the Cherokee and the Creek to give up land in exchange for forgiveness of
their debts. This treaty, known as the Augusta Treaty of 1773, encompassed part of what
is now Oglethorpe County. Oglethorpe’s importance continued until the fall of “King
Cotton.”

Linda Bishop

Linda is a “Native Athenian.” She and her husband owned a mobile petting zoo for

12 years. She has many diverse interests, including archaeology, history, writing,
photography, and more. She has published several articles in the Oconee Enterprise
on the history of Oconee County and some in a now defunct regional magazine. She is
currently assisting with the research for The Historic Atlas of Oglethorpe County.

2) Describes common signs of Alzheimer’s
and dementia. 3) Offers tips for how to approach someone about memory concerns. 4)
Explains the importance of early detection and benefits of diagnosis. 5) Details possible
tests and assessments for the diagnostic process. 6) Identifies Alzheimer Association
resources.

2,686 from Hawaii and 1,500 from mainland U.S. internment camps assembled
at Camp Shelby, Mississippi, in 1943 for a year of infantry training. Many soldiers from
the continental U.S. had families in internment camps in the USA while they fought
abroad. The 442nd fought in some of the fiercest battles of WW II and became the high-
est decorated unit in the war. The unit’s motto was “Go for Broke.”

Lawrence Saul

Military historian and Colonel (retired) Lawrence Saul served for 34 years in the US
Army, including tours in Germany, Holland, Belgium, England, Kosovo and other lo-
cations. He was one of the last veterans of the Vietnam War still serving on active duty
when he retired in 2008.

This lecture will provide an overview
of her artistic accomplishments while, also out of necessity, exploring her fascinating,
short life. This course is offered in anticipation of the OLLI trip to Mexico where Kahlo’s
Blue House will be on the tour.

After graduating from UCLA and then from USC with a PhD in economics,
he spent 6 years in DC with the Institute for Defense Analyses. He is Professor Emeritus
of Economics at the University of Kentucky, where he taught for 32 years.

In the 1960s this vibrant neighborhood was swept away in Athens’ largest urban
renewal project, clearing hundreds of buildings between Pulaski and the Oconee River
from Hancock to the CSX tracks. Drawing on extensive photographs and documents

in the Hargrett Library, Athens Magic Lantern will lead you on a virtual stroll through
what were some of the oldest residential streets in Athens, revealing a way of life that
just isn’t the same as Greek Revival Cobbham.

Beth Brown

The film, based on the book by Kaye Minchew and published by
UGA Press, was filmed throughout Georgia and tells the story of FDR’s relationship to
the state. Minchew, Executive Producer Dan White, and Roosevelt’s great-grandson,
Haven Luke, will discuss FDR and Georgia.

Haven Luke
Haven Luke is the great-grandson of Franklin Delano Roosevelt. His grandfather was
John Roosevelt, the youngest son of Franklin and Eleanor. He was the featured speaker

at the 2024 observance of FDR’s death and at Gordon State College’s annual FDR lecture.

Kaye Minchew

Kaye Lanning Minchew, a historian and archivist, wrote Jimmy Carter, Citizen of the
South, which was published by the University of Georgia Press in 2021. Her book, A
President in Our Midst: Franklin Delano Roosevelt in Georgia, was published by the
University of Georgia Press in May 2016. Minchew was named the Georgia Author of the
Year for History in 2017. A one-hour documentary based on the book has aired on Geor-
gia Public Television.

Dan White

Dan White has also been a great proponent of Franklin Delano Roosevelt and his con-
nections to Georgia. In 2010, he led efforts to have a statue of FDR created and installed
at Dowdell’s Knob, one of Roosevelt’s favorite spots to visit in the state. He served as
executive producer of A President in Our Midst: Franklin Delano Roosevelt in Georgia.
This 59-minute documentary has aired on Georgia Public Television.

For PC:
-Click the link that reads “download and run Zoom”.
- After your software downloads, click the Zoom.exe file at the bottom left of your browser.
- Zoom will begin to install.

For Mac:
-Click the link that reads “download and run Zoom”.
- Your new software will be located in your Downloads folder as a PKG or DMG file. Double-click
this file.
-Zoom will begin to install.

Zoom will launch, prompting you to enter your name. Please enter your full first and last names so we
can verify your registration, then click “Join Meeting.”

If the host and presenter are still preparing for the class when you join, you may be placed in a waiting
room for a few minutes. Once you’re admitted to the meeting room, click “Join with Computer Audio.”

Your microphone may be muted upon entry, and your camera turned off when you enter the room. To
be heard and seen, click the options to “Unmute” and “Start Video” at the bottom left of the Zoom
window. You’re now ready to begin!

Tips for enjoying (and helping others enjov) a Zoom meeting:

Please mute you microphone if you are not speaking. Background noise (doors opening and closing,
phones ringing, dogs barking, laundry machines, dishwashers, microwaves, or microphone feedback
in general) may not seem distracting to you but it may be for other participants. If a host mutes your
microphone, please do not unmute yourself until you’ve eliminated the noise.

Please be sure that your face is no more than 3 feet away from your microphone so that we can hear
any questions or comments you may have. You may also click the Chat icon at the bottom of the Zoom
window (PC / Mac) to open the chat window where you can type your questions or comments for the
host to read aloud.

If your camera is on, please be dressed appropriately. If you are not appropriately dressed, feel free to
leave your camera off. We’ll understand.
